3. To submit an inventory within 30 days.

4, To see that the ward is adequately fed, clothed, sheltered and cared for, and receives all
necessary medical attention, including placement in a nursing home, if appropriate.

5. To submit a personal status report within 30 days.

These letters expire as soon as the petition for regular guardianship is heard, or 45 days after

(the date of filing of the petition for emergency guardianship), whichever

occurs first.
