THE COURT FINDS:
1.The petitioner has filed a petition alleging domestic abuse.
2. The petitioner has served upon the respondent a copy of the petition and notice of the time for a hearing on the issuance of

4. If requested, the sheriff shall serve and assist in executing this final injunction and accompany petitioner and assist in

placing petitioner in physical possession of his or her residence.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS the respondent is prohibited from possessing a firearm until the expiration of this injunction.
Possession of a firearm is a Class E Felony punishable by a maximum of 5 years in prison or $10,000 in fines, or both. A
respondent may retain a firearm only if the respondent is a peace officer and only to the extent required by the peace officer's
employer. The respondent shall immediately surrender any firearm(s) that he or she owns or has in his or her possession to:
